 * On March 20, 1345, according to scholars at the 
University of Paris, the Black Death, aka the 
Plague, was created from "a triple conjunc-
tion of Saturn, Jupiter and Mars in the 
40th degree of Aquarius," though it 
was actually carried by fleas 
that typically traveled on rats. It 
cut a swath across Europe, the

* On March 21, 1980, President Jimmy Carter announced that 
the U.S. would boycott the Olympic Games scheduled to take 
place in Moscow that summer, after the Soviet Union failed to 
comply with his Feb. 20, 1980, deadline to withdraw its troops 
from Afghanistan. Four years later, in retaliation, the Soviet 
Union boycotted the 1984 Olympic Games held in Los Angeles. 

* On March 22, 1983, the Pentagon 
awarded a production contract worth 

more than $1 billion to AM Gen-
eral Corp. for the develop-
ment of 55,000 high mobili-
ty multipurpose wheeled 

vehicles. Nicknamed the 
Humvee and designed to 

transport troops and cargo, the vehicles 
were used by the American military during the 1989 invasion of 
Panama and the Persian Gulf War in the early 1990s.
