* On June 21, 1913, aviatrix Georgia "Tiny" Broadwick, 
who stood just four feet, eight inches tall and weighed 80 
pounds, became the first woman to parachute from a plane. 
On the way up, she was suspended from a trap seat outside 
the cockpit, with her parachute on a shelf above her.  

* On June 22, 1953, a Brooklyn 
newsboy received an unusual nickel 
in payment. Upon dropping it on 
the ground he discovered it was 
hollow and contained a tiny photo 
of coded numbers. His discovery 
led the FBI to a Soviet spy named 
Rudolf Abel.
