* On April 19, 1897, the world's 
oldest annual marathon run took place 
for the first time. Today the Boston Marathon ranks 
among the world's most prestigious road racing events, 
with an average of 20,000 participants, and is one of five 
members of the World Marathon Majors, which also in-
clude the cities of London, Berlin, Chicago and New York. 

* On April 20, 2008, Pope Benedict XVI visited Ground 
Zero in New York, the scene of the Sept. 11, 2001, attacks 
on the city's Twin Towers, at the end of his six-day tour of 
America.
