* On June 13, 1805, having hurried ahead 
of the main body of his expedition to the 
Pacific with fellow explorer William 
Clark, Meriwether Lewis and four other 
men arrived at the Great Falls of the 
Missouri River, confirming that the par-
ty was headed in the right direction. 
* On June 14, 1922, at the dedication of 
a memorial site for Francis Scott Key, 

composer of "The Star-Spangled Ban-
ner," Warren G. Harding became the first 

American president to have his voice trans-
mitted by radio while addressing a crowd. It was not until 
three years later, however, that a president (Calvin Coolidge) 
would deliver a radio-specific address. 
* On June 15, 1300, poet Dante Alighieri was elected one of 
six Priors (magistrates) of Florence, Italy, his native city. 
His political activities, which included the 
banishment of several of his rivals, led to 
his exile from Florence and separation 
from his family for 15 years, during 
which time he wrote his most famous 
work, "The Divine Comedy."  
* On June 16, 2012, China launched 
the Shenzhou-9 space capsule on a mission 
that included the country's first female astro-
naut, military pilot Liu Yang. The crew 
spent a week at the Tiangong space lab to 
test systems and conduct experiments.
