* On May 12, 1896, New York City passed America's first 
anti-spitting law in an effort to combat tuberculosis, impos-
ing fines and even jail time on unruly protesters who demon-
strated their discontent by expectorating on anti-spitting 
signs. By 1910, more than 2,500 arrests had been made.

A 
heartthrob who married four times and di-
vorced three, Sinatra's career spanned more 
than five decades, including a notable come-
back in the 1950s.

* On May 16, 1975, Junko Tabei of 
Japan became the first woman to 
summit Mount Everest.
